GUESTS
These guidelines were made in consultation with previous tenants
You are responsible for your overnight GUESTS

You are sharing the flat with your flatmates, and not your friends. 
If you want to have an overnight or weekend guest, it is only courteous to consult your flatmates. Problems arise when
a boyfriend/girlfriend overstays their welcome. 
The main problem areas are:


• The bad feelings generated regarding use of facilities in the kitchen and bathrooms and common areas of the flat, and lack of consideration for your flat mates. Flatmates are expecting to share with three others.
• The violation of the terms of your tenancy. We have a licence for four tenants.

A reasonable way to define an ‘occasional visitor’ who is allowed to stay within the premises, and within the legal boundaries of the shared tenancy agreement, without being considered a lodger or a trespasser is either three or four nights a month or two consecutive weeks 
Informing others in the flat is considered essential for the health and safety of all. Please do not ask other tenants to waiver what can too easily become a problem later in the tenancy. 

There are plenty of B&Bs or hotels to stay nearby if tenants wish to have visitors for a longer stay.
